The invention relates to a butterfly-
shaped optical cable which comprises a sheath with a rectangular cross
section, wherein an optical fiber unit is coated in the middle of the sheath,
reinforcing parts are arranged on the upper side and the lower side of the
sheath corresponding to the optical. Butterfly-shaped optical fiber cables are a
popular type of fiber optic cable that is commonly used for data transmission
in telecommunication networks. An additional steel wire strength member is
attached to the outer side, followed by extrusion with black low smoke.
